Analysis of Questionnaire

The Group expressed their appreciation for the terrific job done by Bob
Davidson analysing the questionnaire. Bob Davidson then presented his
Analysis which also contained verbatim every comment made on the
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guestionnaire. Attached to the Minutes is a brief summary of the Analysis
prepared by Gordon.

Following points were discussed for consideration:

e Demographic: Although we had 29% response it would be good to get
more detail of the village demographic to ensure the plan provides for all
age groups. The analysis showed that retired people were the largest
group to have completed the questionnaire. May need another brief
focussed survey to establish exact demographic make-up of the village
(may be door to door).

e Publish the full Analysis and Gordon’s Summary on web site, and advise
via the Diary where a hard copy of the Analysis and Summary are
available for viewing (Reading Room suggested).

e A Young Persons Questionnaire (up to age 17) to be considered to
ensure the Plan encompasses the youth of the village.

e May be Discussion Group: Hire the Village Hall and invite the public to
discuss the initial findings of the Questionnaire and obtain volunteers to
help find solutions to the issues identified

e Traffic, Roads and Pavements: featured across the village as a major
problem as regards safety. The Steering Group is to contact the
Highways Department to identify feasible solutions and obtain costings.

e Other issues raised by the Questionnaire eg Shop, recreation, the
environment etc to be considered by the Group with the help of volunteers

e Final survey presenting feasible solutions to be circulated so that Parish
Plan can be drawn up.

¢ Helpful notes to be produced to assist in resolving those items (eg Mobile
phone and Internet access) which needed to be dealt with by an
individual.

Therfield Parish Plan: Cecilia had circulated the Group with a report
covering the salient points gleaned from her meeting with Christine Jutsum
and Christopher Perry who were very helpful and a copy of their Plan is
available for viewing if requested. Some useful information was proffered re
printing the Plan.

Finance:
From the data available in Kate’'s absence Celia advised that the balance of
the Group’s account is £152.67 (£250 less £8.31 and £89.02)
