TEMPORARY CLOSING AND TEMPORARY 10MPH SPEED RESTRICTIONS IN 

VARIOUS ROADS IN ROYSTON, SANDON, THERFIELD, BARLEY AND BARKWAY 

 

NOTICE is given that the Hertfordshire County Council intend to make an Order under 
Section 14[1] of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, to prohibit all traffic from using the 
following lengths of roads, except for access:- 
 
1. that length of Briary Lane, Royston from its junction with Baldock Road south 

westwards for its entire length. 
 
2. that length of 5U250 (unnamed road)/Gannock Road/Partridge Hall Lane, Sandon 

from its junction with A505 Royston Road south eastwards to its junction with 
Rushden Road, a distance of approximately 4600 metres. 

 
 The alternative route for traffic will be via:- 

A505 Royston Road, C5 (unnamed road), Redhill Road, Roe Green, Rushden Road 
and vice versa 
 

3. that length of Ermine Close, Royston from its junction with Kingsway north eastwards 
and clockwise for its entire length. 

 
4. that length of Mackerel Hall, Royston from its junction with Green Drift south 

eastwards for its entire length. 
 
5. that length of Cedar Crescent, Royston from its southernmost junction with Mackerel 

Hall south westwards, north westwards and north eastwards for its entire length. 
 
6. that length of Dane End, Therfield from its junction with Haywood Lane south 

eastwards and south westwards to its junction with C3 (unnamed road), a distance of 
approximately 1515 metres. 

 
 The alternative route for traffic will be via:- 
 C3 (unnamed road), Rooks Nest Lane, Haywood Lane and vice versa 
 
7. that length of B1039 Royston Road, Barley/Royston from its junction with B1368 High 

Street north westwards to its junction with Whiteley Hill, a distance of approximately 
3200 metres. 

 
 The alternative route for traffic will be via:- 

 Whiteley Hill, Royston Road, B1368 (High Street, Cambridge Road, London Road, 
High Street) and vice versa 

 
8. that length of B1039 Barkway Road, Royston from its junction with Whiteley Hill north 

westwards to its junction with A10 Priory Lane, a distance of approximately 1526 
metres. 

 
 The alternative route for northbound traffic will be via:- 
 Whiteley Hill, The Joint, A10 (London Road, Market Hill and Priory Lane) 
 
 The alternative route for southbound traffic will be via: 
 A10 (Barkway Street, London Road), The Joint and Whiteley Hill 
 
9. that length of B1368 London Road, Barkway from its junction with B1368 High Street 

southwards to its junction with B1368 Biggin Hill, a distance of approximately 1048 
metres. 



 
 The alternative route for traffic will be via:- 

B1368 (High Street, Cambridge Road, London Road, High Street), B1039 (Royston 
Road, Barkway Road), A10 (Barkway Street or Market Hill/Priory Lane, London Road, 
Ermine Street, High Road, Buntingford Bypass), B1038 (Baldock Road, High Street, 
Hare Street Road), B1368 (unnamed road, Biggin Hill) and vice versa 

 
10. that length of B1368 Cambridge Road, Barley/Barkway from its junction with B1368 

London Road south westwards to its junction with B1368 High Street, a distance of 
approximately 2195 metres. 

 
 The alternative route for traffic will be via:- 
 B1368 (London Road, High Street), B1039 (Royston Road, Barkway Road), A10 

(Barkway Street or Market Hill/Priory Lane, London Road, Ermine Street, High Road, 
Buntingford Bypass), B1038 (Baldock Road, High Street, Hare Street Road), B1368 
(unnamed road, Biggin Hill, London Road, High Street) and vice versa 

 
ADDITIONALLY all vehicles are prohibited from being driven at a speed exceeding 10mph 
on the lengths of roads described in points 7-10 above, whilst works are in progress. 
 
The purpose of the Order is to enable highway maintenance works to take place. 
 
It is anticipated that the sections of roads will each be closed and the 10mph speed 
restrictions will be in place for up to 10 days, sometime during the period 26 August 2009 
and 1 December 2010, when signs are in place.
